@Rules of Discarding Garbage

@ You must separate your garbage:

Gujo City collects sorted garbage only and promotes reduction of burnable garbage to
cut down the burning costs and to prevent global warming by reducing carbon dioxide
emission. We can also use limited resources effectively by recycling papers separated

from burnable garbage.

®Disposal of garbage is charged.

There is a charge for collection of burnable garbage and old clothes and fabrics. Please
purchase the designated Gujo City Council garbage bags at local shops, supermarkets, or

at the liaison desk of Gujo City Hall.
